


SKIN CARE CLASS SETUP - (Before the Guests Arrive) 
 

1 . Setup your product display before the class. This consists of all the products in the sets shown in 
the back of the Beauty Book, plus anything that you are really excited about!  These products should be 
fresh and current (not used).  Also make sure to have one complete roll up bag "beauty essentials" collec-
tion to show.  You may also want to have filled shade refill display trays to show eye and cheek colors, and 
to use as samples. 

• The display looks best when set on some kind of eye-catching fabric.  Feel free to "jazz up" your 
display with candles, flowers, your model portfolio, or anything else that you want. Don't forget 
the hostess gifts, all glitzed up!! 

• All of these products will be tax deductible as demonstrators. 
• When using retail product as displays and samples, make sure to keep everything sanitary by  

asking customers not to double dip! 
 
2. Each guest should have in front of them: 

• Placemat (price comparison chart or other fun flyer work well - just put them in page protectors) 
• Face case with liner. 
• Profile Card (name, address on front - pre-profile info on back) 
•  4 Cotton balls 
• Sponge tip applicator for lip color 
•  Color Card (under tray) 
• Beauty Book 
• Washcloth 
• Hair clippies 
• A little sample "gift" wrapped up in pretty paper 
• Pen 

 
3. On the Tray Liner you will put: 

• 3 in 1 Cleanser (or Velocity Cleanser) 
• Age Fighting Moisturizer (or Velocity Moisturizer) 
• Foundation 
• Dual Coverage Foundation (to be used as a powder) 

 
4. At the table, prior to the class, you will give a handcial to each guest.  On the back of one hand, apply 
foundation.  On the back of the other hand, apply 3-in-l Cleanser; have your guest massage in and remove 
with a wash cloth.  Then apply Moisturizer, followed by the same foundation color that was applied to the 
other hand.  Do they see a difference!?  Yes they do, and it is huge!! Then test them for their foundation 
color and then send them to the bathroom for the hostess to demo the next items seen in step five!! 
 
5. In the Bathroom, set up a Satin Hands Set, an Oil Free Eye Makeup Remover, and an Eyeliner.  Your 
hostess will demo the Eye-Makeup Remover first, then the Satin Hands.   
 

REMEMBER, this is a pampering session for your guests.  Having a beautiful,  
professional display for them to look at will make them feel special!!   

Being prepared will let you “make it look easy”  
and enhance your professional image!
